1) User finds GIS Library item / User finds GIS Application item
2) User can browse all GIS Library items / User can browse all GIS Application items
3) User clicks on GIS Library Item & gets Dtl Page/User clicks on GIS Application item & gets Dtl page
4) Detail of item would be identical between Library and Application EXCEPT:
a) Bottom of detail page – Library has clickable link to download pdf or instructions to login/register or a declaration that user does not have access and link to Request-Access screen.
b) Bottom of detail page – App Launcher has clickable link to GIS application residing on GIS Web server or instructions to login/register or a declaration that user does not have access and link to Request-Access screen.  Application launched is launched via URL and what is launched will be a GIS application residing on SCAG’s External GIS Web Server.

Glossary:
GIS Glossary:

NOTE:  We will re-use the GIS Glossary structure for other websites including the SCAG Main Site (Acronyms page is one such use).

A Glossary element has 2 attributes:
a) WORD/PHRASE
b) Definition

Example:
WORD		Apple
DEFINITION		An edible tree-fruit, 2-5 inches in diameter, characterized by a dense nonpulpy fruit surrounding 5-12 seeds in a core.  Generally shades of red, orange, green or yellow.  Sweet and good for eating and baking.

Search:
We need to have a localized (only the glossary) search for both the website and for the method used to load and edit new words.  OOB for the latter is fine.  Search needs to search both the words and the definitions.

List:
We need to be able to load our Glossary elements into a list.

Sort:
We need to be able to sort the list alphabetically when rendering it on the webpage AND when maintaining it so that when we insert new words, we do not accidently insert the same word more than once.

Webpage representation:
Can be a tabbed representation, or a paginated representation like Compass Blueprint Projects (more desirable):  http://sptst2:400/Pages/Demonstation%20Projects/DemonstrationProjects.aspx
There will be a search at the top.  Whereas Compass Blueprint Projects page has 2 filters at the top, Glossary needs only 1: Starting Letter/Number.
Use Case: Site visitor says “I cannot remember the word but I know it began with ‘T’” and they select T in the filter and the glossary is filtered to only words and phrases that start with ‘T’.

A given page will have 2 columns of words and be organized like a print dictionary with column one going from top to bottom and then column 2 resuming, at top, where column 1, at bottom, left off.

	Apple
Edible fruit often used in baking and eating raw.
	Jicama
Technically a root, slightly sweet and dense

	Banana
Edible fruit generally eaten raw, sometimes cooked to caramelization
